What the Home Visiting Consortium Seeks to Achieve  

Pregnant Women 
• Increase the # and % of women who receive early and 

adequate prenatal care  

• Decrease the # and % of low weight births  

• Increase the initiation and duration of  breast feeding 

• Reduce high risk behavior for pregnant women through 
comprehensive screening, referral and the provision of 
support services related to  

o prenatal depression,  
o domestic violence,  
o mental health,  
o substance use including alcohol, tobacco and 

inappropriate use of prescription drugs 

• Of those women who have a subsequent pregnancy, 
decrease the # and % of repeat pregnancies that occur 
within a 24-month interval  

Children 
• Increase # and % of children 0-5 who complete the 

scheduled well-child visits  

• Increase # and % of children 0-5 who are on-track with 
their immunizations  

• Increase # and % of children 0-5 enrolled in 
medical/health care  insurance   

• Increase # and % of children 0-5 receiving 
comprehensive developmental screening and referral 
for early intervention/early childhood special education 
services, mental health and/or for other services as 
identified 

 

Families 
• Increase the # and % of families providing a safe 

home (environmental toxins, safe sleep environment, 
car seats, fire alarms, latches); and those promoting 
positive child development through comprehensive 
screening and referral to appropriate supports and 
services 

• Reduce high risk behavior for families through 
comprehensive screening and the referral and 
provision of support services related to  
o depression,  
o domestic violence,  
o mental health,  
o substance use including alcohol, tobacco and

Communities/System to Create a

• Increase referral sources to home visiting programs; 
and Increase linkages and referrals to community 
services  

• Enhance existing and increase number of local 
networks  

• Promote healthy behaviors among all pregnant 
women and young children 0-5 

• Establish a continuum of services based upon 
individual family and child need for children 0-5 
between the home visiting network, ensuring 
appropriate and timely referrals and reduction/ 
elimination of duplication across home visiting 
programs 

• Increase the # and % of early and appropriate 
referrals from home visiting programs to the 
Infant/Toddler Connection (early intervention/Part C)  

• Decrease founded child abuse/neglect reports
